• Nature: Living, holy, acceptable to God,
rational (spiritual/reasonable) service

• Means: Transformation of mind and body

• Result: Good, acceptable, perfect will of God

• Share joys and sorrows of others, 12:15

• Sympathy: “feelings of pity and sorrow
for someone else’s misfortune”

• Empathy: “the ability to understand and
share the feelings of another”
