Definition

•Baptize (baptizo): “dip, submerge, 
immerse” cf. Luke 16:24

“… used among the Greeks to signify the 
dyeing of  a garment, or the drawing of  water by 
dipping a vessel into another …” (Vine)

- Requires “much water” – John 3:23

- A burial – Colossians 2:12

- Going down into & coming up out of  
water – Acts 8:38-39
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Common View:

“There are two baptisms whose necessity is 
taught by the Christian religion – baptism by 
water, and by the Holy Ghost: the first of  
which is an emblem of  the second.”

� John the first to preach baptism. Mark 1:4-5

� Repentance must come first. Luke 3:8; Matthew 3:8-11

� “For remission of sins.” Luke 3:2-3; Matthew 3:13

� People confessed their sins – not that their sins were forgiven.

•Affirming resurrection, not proxy 
baptism. 15:29-34

•This is clearly against the meaning of  
Hebrews 9:27 and Luke 16:25-26.
