Past

Moses: 1 Corinthians 10:1-2, I want you to know,
brothers, that our fathers were all under the cloud, and
all passed through the sea, and all were baptized into
Moses in the cloud and in the sea,

Suffering: Luke 12:50, I have a baptism to be baptized
with, and how great is my distress until it is
accomplished!

John’s: Matthew 3:11, I baptize you with water for
repentance, but he who is coming after me is mightier
than I, whose sandals I am not worthy to carry. He will
baptize you with the Holy Spirit and with fire.

Holy Spirit: Acts 2, 10

Great Commission: Matthew 28:18-20, And Jesus
came and said to them, "All authority in heaven and
on earth has been given to me. Go therefore and
make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the
name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy
Spirit, teaching them to observe all that I have
commanded you. And behold, I am with you always,
to the end of the age."

Future:

Fire: Matthew 3:11, … He will baptize you with the
Holy Spirit and with fire., Luke 3:16, He will baptize
you with the Holy Spirit and with fire.

one Lord, one faith, one baptism,

Acts 8:36-38; Acts 10:47

Taught and commanded by the
disciples: Acts 2:38; 10:48
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Why Should Everyone Be Baptized?

Baptism will remit sins: Acts 2:38;
22:16
Baptism saves us: 1 Peter 3:21
Baptism allows God to add us to the
church: Acts 2:47

When should we be Baptized?

When we hear and gladly receive the
Word: Romans 10:17; Acts 2:41
After we believe: John 3:16; 8:24
After we repent: Luke 13:3; Acts 2:38
After we confess Christ: Matthew
10:32; John 8:24
Immediately after we do these things:
Acts 16:33
