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God’s Basic Rule

Matthew 19:1-9 Jesus explains this basic rule.
Jesus reaffirmed Genesis 2:24 and explained its
implications.

a. REQUIRES one man for one woman
"a man," "his wife."

b. EXCLUDES all immorality - “a man, " "his
wife," "one flesh"= no fornication,
adultery, polygamy, concubines,
homosexuals, bestiality.

C. “EXCEPT” - The general rule when one
divorces and remarries.
