� Vs. 2, so strong, you “kill and covet.” cf. 1 John 3:15; 
Matthew 5:22

� Ask not. cf. Matthew 7:7-9; 21:22

� Ask amiss … motive wrong. Selfish gratification.

� Love for God compromised.

� In OT God’s people pictured as His wife. Isaiah

� “Be Subject” to God – Yield to His will. cf. 
Matthew 16:24

� “Resist the Devil” – Do not yield. cf. 1 Peter 5:8-9

� “Draw near to God” – Full assurance of faith. 
Hebrews 10:22

� God “gives” GRACE, “To The Humble.”

� Calls for decisive action:

� “Cleanse your hands” – by repentance. cf. Luke 13:3; 1 
John 1:9

� “Purify your hearts” – obey the truth. cf. 1 Peter 1:22

� “Be afflicted, mourn, weep” – Godly sorrow for your 
sins. Matthew 5:4; cf. 2 Corinthians 7:10-11

� “Humble yourselves in the sight of the Lord.” –
cf. 1 Peter 5:5-7
