“Go Make Disciples”

another's doctrine (Matt 27:57); to make a 
disciple (Matt 28:19; Acts 14:21); to instruct 
(Matt 13:52) with the purpose of making a 
disciple … matheteuo means not only to learn, 
but to become attached to one's teacher and to 
become his follower in doctrine and conduct of 
life.” (The Complete Word Study Dictionary)

� Before family. Matthew 10:34-37

� Before self. Luke 9:23-25

�Must be willing to suffer. Luke 14:27; 
2 Timothy 3:12

�Renounce all that we have to follow 
Jesus. Luke 14:33; cf. John 6

�Present blessings.

�For new life in Christ. Romans 6:3-4
