— Avenging — Sin no longer tolerated
— Revenge not taught. (Romans 12:17-19)
— 1 Corinthians 5; cf. 2 Corinthians 2:6

— Approved yourselves to be pure— Pure
in the matter, free from blame.

— Farnest care — Haste (with care) to
correct sin. cf. Acts 8:20
— Clearing — (apologia) means “to give an

answer or speech in defense of oneself” (The
Complete Word Study Dictionary).
