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Guilt, shame and sorrow for sin are
necessary for “Godly sorrow worketh
repentance” (2 Cor. 7:10)

There is no soundness in
my flesh because of thine indignation; neither
is there any health in my bones because of
my sin.

» “Who, being past feeling” (Eph. 4:19).

» “...having their own conscience seared
with a hot iron” (1 Tim. 4:2).

» “Holding faith and a good conscience;
which some having thrust from them
made shipwreck concerning the faith.”
(1 Tim.1:19).
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Man’s Attempts To Rid Himself
Of Guilt:
1.Deny any absolute moral standard.
(John 18:38).

2.Find someone sinful who will
sympathize with your sinful actions.
(1 Kings 22:4-8).

3.Blame someone else (Gen. 3:12ff;
1 Sam. 15)
