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• Ephesians 5:15-16, “Look therefore 

carefully how ye walk, not as unwise, but 

as wise; redeeming the time, because the 

days are evil.”

• Thinking there is honor in longevity.

– Methuselah (Son of Enoch) lived 969 years. (Genesis 

5:27; Luke 3:37) 8
