Noah preached righteousness.

but preserved Noah with seven others, a preacher of
righteousness, when he brought a flood upon the

• Preached and believed revelation, not human
reason. Hebrews 11:7; 1 Corinthians 2:14-16 (1:18,
23-24)

• Noah practiced what he preached. Ezekiel 14:14, 20
• We also must preach righteousness. Romans 1:16;
