 In what ways are we tempted?
1 John 2:14-16; James 1:14

• Lust of the flesh

• Lust of the eyes

• Vainglory of life

 It is based on our desires

 Who tempts us? James 1:13; John 8:44

• God does not tempt us

• Satan ultimately does

 Remember Job!

• Animals could not fix it – Hebrews 10:4

• Has cleansing power like no other –
1 John 1:7-9

• Testimony – marturia – “what one testifies”

• The Word is a weapon – Ephesians 6:13-17

• It pierces to a fundamental level –
Hebrews 4:12
