» Genesis 2:15-17 — "thou shalt not eaf of it”
» Genesis 3:1-7 - “she took of the fruit thereof,
and did eat”
» Adam and Eve violated the Will of God.
* Asin of commission.
» This was specifically prohibited by God
» Men today often do exactly what He
has forbidden.
Galafians 5:19-21 —

2. By Refusing To Do What God Has

Commanded

» Luke 7:30 - “rejected for themselves

4. By Taking Away From The Word Of God

» Deuteronomy 4:2 — "neither shall ye
diminish from it"
* Revelation 22:19 - "if any man shall take
away”
» To take from God's Word is a sin of the
same sort as adding to His Word.

» Saul learned this lesson the hard way

» Hear the Word of God
« James 1:21 - “Wherefore putting away all
filthiness and overflowing of wickedness,
receive with meekness the implanted word,
which is able to save your souls.”
* Believe that Jesus is the Savior
* Hebrews 11:6 — “And without faith it is
impossible to be well-pleasing (unto him); for
he that cometh to God must believe that he
is, and (that) he is a rewarder of them that
seek after him.”
* Repent of your sins
» Acts 3:19 — "Repent ye therefore, and turn
again, that your sins may be blotted out”

» Confess that Jesus is the Son of God
* Matthew 10:32 - “Every one therefore who
shall confess me before men, him will | also
confess before my Father who is in heaven.”
* Be immersed in water
» Acfts 2:38 — "And Peter (said) unto them,
Repent ye, and be baptized every one of you
in the name of Jesus Christ unto the remission
of your sins; and ye shall receive the gift of the

Holy Spirit.”
* Remain faithful
