�Yet, the armor does not make the soldier!

Ephesians 4:14), but Christians need not be ignorant of

�Satan has ministers. 2 Corinthians 11:13-15

� Illicit desires of the flesh and mind. Ephesians 2:1-3; 
4:17ff

� Persecution upon those who try to do right. 1 Peter 5:8-9; 
1 Thessalonians 3:3

� Persecutions from those dear to us. Matthew 10:34-36

� Battleground is in the mind. 2 Corinthians 10:3-5
