◦ CharisCharisCharisCharis (grace) (grace) (grace) (grace) is “undeserved favor” which in turn gives 
joy, pleasure, and delight.
◦ CharaCharaCharaChara (joy), (joy), (joy), (joy), then, is our response to the undeserved 
favor of God.
