Matthew 16:22, “God forbid it, Lord! This shall

never happen to You.”

» Jesus just told His disciples He would suffer, be
killed and be raised the 3 day.

> Peters response was said from a temporal/
physical perspective and not an
eternal/spiritual one.

> Peter was focused on this life and had his plans
on how life would go - with Jesus as the King.
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For by your words ...”

> Our words reflect our heart. Matthew 15:18;
Proverbs 4:23

> Think before speaking. James 1:19
(Philippians 4:8)

> Watch out for ‘“careless words.” Matthew
12:36-37

> Peter’s heart and words reflect many of us,
both appropriate and inappropriate.
